Robert De Niro to Participate in Grand Opening of Fine Wine & Good 

Spirits Premium Collection Store in Glen Mills

Harrisburg – The Pennsylvania Liquor Control Board today confirmed that award-winning actor 
Robert De Niro will participate in the grand opening of a brand new Fine Wine & Good Spirits

The event marks the first time the critically acclaimed actor, director and producer has ever 
participated in a store opening. Mr. De Niro – widely acclaimed for his portrayals of conflicted, 
troubled characters and regarded as one of the most influential actors of all time – has earned 
four Golden Globe nominations and six Academy Award nominations, winning the Academy 
Award twice for performances in The Godfather Part II and Raging Bull.
